Dear President-elect Obama,

With warm greetings, the members of the Iranian Solidarity Congress hope that with your election as
the forty-fourth U.S. president, positive change will extend beyond the borders the of the United States
and help to realize the aspirations of people in America and the world.

The dangerous activities of the Khomeinist regime in Iran continue to cause serious concern, and there
is an urgent need to address this problem. Iran is located between the two troubled nations of Iraq and
Afghanistan, and also borders Turkey and Pakistan. Iran has a 1,600 Kilometer (= 1,000 miles) border
with former Soviet Union states, and it is the neighbor of the Arab states of the Persian Gulf. An
estimated 40% of the world's oil supply passes through the Strait of Hormuz. Iran’s strategic geopolitical
position, gives it a unique opportunity to influence peace and stability in the Middle East and the world.
Therefore, it’s important to develop a wise and effective policy to address the issues regarding Iran.

Iran has a distinguished ancient civilization, and Iranians are proud that Cyrus the Great gave the
world the first declaration of human rights 2,500 years ago (a replica of the Cyrus Cylinder is displayed at
the United Nations). However, the human rights of the Iranian people have been brutally violated by the
anti-democratic mullah regime. Iranians have the inalienable right to have a government of the people, for
the people, by the people.

Experience has proven that security in the Middle East (and the world) is dependant on security and
stability in Iran. Many of the problems we witness today in the Middle East, Afghanistan and Iraq, as well
as the situation in Iran, are the result of the incorrect policy decisions of world leaders that led to the fall
of the Iranian government in 1979, when the West lost a true ally. Since 1979, the Islamic republic has
been a sanctuary for terrorist groups, and it has provided financing and training to terrorists. The mullah
regime has openly recruited the naive for suicide missions, and it has been pursuing nuclear weapons as a
top priority. Many of the political leaders who were involved in the issues regarding Iran in 1979, now
refer to decisions and actions that helped Khomeini to create the Islamic republic as “mistakes.” Yet,
they are responsible in the eyes of history, and owe their own people and Iranians an explanation.

During the past 30 years, the policies of American administrations of both parties regarding Iran have
not been effective, and the repeated attempts to engage with the terrorist regime have failed miserably.
These ineffective policies have been based on incorrect assumptions about Iran and the regime, and they
have allowed the mullahs to continue their dangerous activities inside Iran and around the world.
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Some have proposed military attack as an option to address the nuclear weapons program of the
Islamic republic. However, a small or large scale military attack will not resolve the issue of the nuclear
weapons program. An attack would harm innocent people and add to the problems in the region.

Some have proposed negotiating with the mullahs and hope for reform within the regime. However,
this proposal is based on incorrect assumptions and it is doomed to fail. The so-called reformist
Mohammad Khatami and the so-called pragmatist Ali Akbar Hashemi Rafsanjani have been involved in
the brutal activities of the regime against Iranians and the nuclear weapons program. While the supporters
of the mullahs in the United States promote Khatami, Rafsanjani and their cohorts, anyone who knows
them realizes that the claims of being reformists and pragmatists are part of the regime’s campaign of
deception.

It’s important not to be manipulated and deceived by the supporters of the terrorist regime in the
United States who pose as university professors, political analysts, or Islamic scholars, whose mission is
to promote the agenda of the mullahs in Washington and the news media.

The leaders of the Islamic republic consider it their religious duty, and it is mandated by the preamble
and article 11 of the constitution of the regime, to propagate Islamic ideology throughout the world
through jihad. Therefore, the mullahs will continue their terrorist activities and nuclear weapons program
as long as the Islamic republic exists.

The only practical solution for the problems caused by the Khomeinist regime, is to support the
movement of the Iranian people to replace the mullah regime with a democratic government.

Iranian pro-democracy activists representing diverse political viewpoints have created the Iranian
Solidarity Congress (ISC) and agreed on a common platform for the Iranian democracy movement. While
retaining their diverse political viewpoints, the individuals and groups that created the ISC have agreed to
work together to accelerate the movement to replace the mullah regime with a responsible democratic
government that respects freedom of speech, human rights and democratic principles.

We respectfully urge you and other world leaders to actively support the efforts of the Iranian people
to bring freedom and democracy to Iran. We suggest that a delegation from the ISC meet with you to
introduce ourselves and to establish a framework for exchange of ideas, and discuss proposals for
addressing the problems in Iran.

Dear President-Elect: at this historical juncture, you have entered the great stage of American and
world politics. You can, with decisive action, support the popular struggle of people suffering from
religious dictatorship, uproot the source of international terrorism, and secure an eternal place in history
for yourself.

Despite the mullah regime’s brutal campaign against pro-democracy activists, many Iranians inside
and outside Iran continue the effort to bring freedom and democracy to Iran. Just as dozens of other
countries have transitioned to democracy in the past twenty years, Iranians can replace the mullah regime
with a democratic government, and the process will be much faster with active international support. A
democratic Iran will be an important factor in peace and security of the region and the world.
